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Wonders of China

China has been one of the largest and most powerful countries in the world, with rich heritage and
culture. The rich heritage of China not only comprises man-made fascinating wonders but also a
considerable number of natural wonders as well. Let us take a journey through some of the most
splendid wonders in this great nation.

The Forbidden City: Beijing

The largest imperial palace in the world, the Forbidden City, was
built between1406 and 1420 and was home for 14Ming and 10
Qing emperors over the following 505 years. It took 14 years to
build 114 buildings and was built by over 1,000,000 workers, §
including more than 100,000 craftsmen. Moreover, it has some
of the largest and best-preserved ancient wooden structures in g%
the world. Since ancient times the emperor was considered a son e 1
of heaven; and the palace was considered a divine place, the
spirituality forbidden any commoner from entering, therefore,
the palace is known as the forbidden palace.

The Terra Cotta Warriors:

Terra Cotta Warriors were found in the tomb of the first Qin emperor, Qin Shi Huang, near Xi’an,
Shaanxi province. He was an emperor who started building his own tomb when he was alive, and
these Terra Cotta Warriors were constructed to guard his tomb. It was discovered in 1974 with
8,000 life-size terra-cotta soldiers, 130 richly adorned chariots of wood, 670horses, iron farm
implements , weapons such as bows and arrows, spears, and swords, etc. Approximately 40 years
were taken to complete the Terra Cotta army. However, until the discovery in 1974 by a couple of
Chinese farmers, the army remained intact.

Zhangjiajie National Forest Park:

Zhangjiajie National Park is located in the central-eastern area of
China in the Wulingyuan Scenic Area. The park is comprised of
dense forests, deep ravines, deep canyons, unusual peaks, caves, and
pillar-like rock formations blanketed throughout the park. These

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pillar rock formations are what the park is renowned for around the world. The fascinating
landscape of this forest park has inspired countless numbers of Chinese artworks. Moreover, this
forest is home to a number of endangered plants and species and was identified as a UNESCO
heritage site in 1992. If ever get the chance to visit this wonderous place, adventure lovers can
discover the 1,000-foot-high world’s longest and highest glass bridge.

Great Wall of China:

This is the largest man-made construction that has ever taken place on earth. In 1987, this was
identified as a world heritage site by UNESCO. The wall is 21196.18 km long, and there are 15
geographically important passes built along the route from west to east. It is said that over 2000
years were taken to construct the massive wall using various materials such as bricks, blocks,
tamped earth, uncut stones, wood, etc. The Great Wall is the greatest Chinese cultural icon, and
Chinese people believe that "Until you reach the Great Wall, you're no hero," which says the
importance of the Great wall.

Leshan Giant Buddha:

Leshan Giant Buddha, which is 233 feet high, is the biggest stone statue on earth and is a
wonderous place in China. This giant Buddha statue is carved into a cliff face made of red
sandstone in Leshan, Sichuan province. The Buddha is carved at P"'__
the confluence of the Min, Qingyi, and Dadu rivers with the motive _
of watching and protecting the river and eradicating numerous
shipping accidents that occur in the river. It took 90 years to
complete the Buddha Statue, which was originally sheltered by a
13-story wooden structure. However, this was destroyed during the
Ming dynasty. It was named a UNESCO heritage site in 1996 and
is considered a cultural icon in China since this is the place where
Buddhism first became established in this marvellous nation.

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Different ways to say “Hello/ Hi” in Chinese.

How do you say “Hello” in Chinese? Well, you might be surprised to know that there are multiple
expressions used to say “Hello” in Chinese.

Already you may know that {R%¥F (Ni hdo) is used to say Hello in Chinese; most probably it is

the first thing heard by non-native speakers when they learn Chinese. However, did you know that
it is only one of the many different greetings used by Chinese speakers, and it is not commonly
used among friends since it is awkwardly formal. So, this article is for you who are willing to be
aware of the different ways to say “Hello” or “Hi” in Chinese instead of “{/R%F”.

#&9F (Nin hdo) is the formal version of R¥F (Ni hdo) , which shows respect toward others.

The best time to use this greeting is when you are meeting a person who is substantially older than
you, a teacher, a superior or an important person. If you are looking for a way to greet a group of
people, you can use “AXZ&f! ” (Dajia hdo), which means “Hello everybody”. As a student who

is learning Chinese, knowing how to say “Hello teacher” in Chinese is essential. For that you can
use “ZM%F” (Ldoshi hio), which means “Hello teacher”.

Another interesting common pattern used to greet is including the time of the day when you are
meeting the person you wish to greet, followed by “%F”. As an example, if you are greeting
someone in the morning, which is “5 £ (z#o shang) in Mandarin, then you can say “B _F%f”

(za0 shang hdo) , which means “Good morning”. You can also keep it short and casual and say
“E” (Zao). Moreover, just like English people say “Hello” when picking up the phone, you can

say “MR” (wei) in Chinese, expecting that the person on the other end identifies you.

However, nowadays among the youngsters in modern China and other Chinese-speaking countries,
it can be seen that they are using “F51%” (Ha 16u) and “I5 % (Ha lud), which means Hello', “I§”

(Hai), which means 'Hi' and I (H&i), which means 'Hey' in English. They use these loanwords
from English to greet friends and other people around their age.

From today onwards, not only 'R, try to use the above greetings as well when it's possible. For
more information, refer to the following websites.
