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Abstract

Parapsychology i1s a field of research that studies a number
of ostensible paranormal phenomena, including telepathy,
precognition, clairvoyance, psychokinesis, near-death
experiences, reincarnation, and apparitional experiences.
This short paper aims to provide a broad definition of
Parapsychology and a brief sketch of its origin and
evolution. This subject can also be identified as the study of
metaphysical conditions beyond the scope of human senses.
Parapsychology, which has a history of about 150 years, can
be identified as a popular subject that is expanding rapidly in
higher education institutions in many countries of the world,
especially at present.

Modern
Parapsychology is very much connected to the field of
scientific research and the establishment of scientific research
laboratories through the establishment of various associations
to develop this subject, Such facts were particularly
responsible for the advancement of this subject.

Barrett in autumn 1881. This led to a conference on 5 and 6 January
1882 at the headquarters of the British National Association of
Spiritualists which the foundation of the Society was proposed. The
committee included Barrett, Rogers, Stainton Moses, Charles
Massey, Edmund Gurney, Hensleigh Wedgwood and Frederic W. H.
Myers. The SPR was formally constituted on 20 February 1882 with
philosopher Henry Sidgwick as its first president. The SPR was the
first organization of its kind in the world, its stated purpose being "to
approach these varied problems without prejudice or prepossession
of any kind, and in the same spirit of exact and unimpassioned
enquiry which has enabled science to solve so many problems,
once not less obscure nor less hotly debated." Other early members
included the author Jane Barlow, the renowned chemist Sir William
Crookes, physicist Sir Oliver Lodge, Nobel laureate Charles
